On Wednesday, September 22, 2010 at approximately 0830 hours, the City Operations 
Supervisor received a report that there was a large accumulation of garbage, including liquid 
waste to the rear of the Safeway Store. He responded, and noted that the trash compactor had 
been removed, and that there was a large amount of bagged garbage lying on the ground, 
along with liquid and grease from food service products. He photographed the scene, and then 
contacted Store Director Wanda Watson. 

Watson told the City OPS Supervisor, that the dumpster / compactor had just been removed by 
Waste Management and taken to a dumpsite. Watson stated that once it was returned, that 
the garbage left on the ground would be cleaned up. My Operations Supervisor stressed to Ms. 
Watson the severity ofthe violation(s) that were present as a result ofthe uncontained 
garbage. The City OPS Supervisor left with the assurance that the issue would be dealt with 
immediately upon the return of the dumpster. 

At 0950 hours, the City OPS Supervisor re-inspected and photographed the location. The 
dumpster had been returned, but there had been no effort to clean up the bags of garbage left 
lying on the ground. At 1100 hours he checked again and still there had been no effort to clean 
up the area . 

Ms. Watson apparently does not understand, or does not care that she is placing Safeway in 
jeopardy by not addressing issues like this immediately. 

1 
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This is not the first time that a City Representative has had to contact the Store in order for this 
type of violation to be corrected. Violations of the City Municipal Code and other appropriate 
sections of California Law are both Criminal & Civil. Safeway could receive fines that can exceed 
$10,000.00 per day, and the site can be declared a Public Nuisance, if these violations are not 
remedied.

On Wednesday, September 22, 2010 at approximately 0830 hours, the City Operations 
Supervisor received a report that there was a large accumulation of garbage, including liquid 
waste to the rear of the Safeway Store. He responded, and noted that the trash compactor had 
been removed, and that there was a large amount of bagged garbage lying on the ground, 
along with liquid and grease from food service products. He photographed the scene, and then 
contacted Store Director Wanda Watson. 

Watson told the City OPS Supervisor, that the dumpster / compactor had just been removed by 
Waste Management and taken to a dumpsite. Watson stated that once it was returned, that 
the ga rbage left on the ground would be cleaned up . My Operations Supervisor stressed to Ms. 
Watson the severity of the violatlon(s) that were present as a result ofthe uncontained 
garbage. The City OPS Supervisor left with the assurance that the issue would be dealt with 
immediately upon the return ofthe dumpster. 

At 0950 hours, the City OPS Supervisor re-inspected and photographed the location. The 
dumpster had been returned, but there had been no effort to clean up the bags of garbage left 
lying on the ground. At 1100 hours he checked aga in and still there had been no effort to clean 
up the area . 

Ms . Watson apparently does not understand, or does not care that she is placing Safeway in 
jeopardy by not addressing issues like this immediately.

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This is not the first time that a City Representative has had to contact the Store in order for this 
type of violation to be corrected. Violations of the City Municipal Code and other appropriate 
sections of California Law are both Criminal & Civil. Safeway could receive fines that can exceed 
$10,000.00 per day, and the site can be declared a Public Nuisance, if these violations are not 
remedied .

General Business Practices 
• You must have a City permit. See phone 
numbers on back of brochure.

What Can You Do? 

Storm Drain Pollution from 
Earth-Moving Activities 
Prior to construction, obtain a permit from the 
City. Determine if any underground hazards 
exists (utility lines, sewer lines, etc .). 

Soil excavation and grading operations loosen 
large amounts of soil that can flow or blow into 
stom1 drains if handled improperly. Soil erodes 
due to a combination of decreased soil stability, 
more and faster-moving water. Some of the most 
effective erosion control practices reduce the 
amount of runoff crossing a site and slow the 
flow with check dams or roughened ground 
surfaces. 

During Construction 
• Remove existing vegetation only when 
absolutely necessary. 
• Consider planting temporary vegetation 
for erosion control on slopes or where 
construction is not immediately planned. 
• Protect downslope drainage courses, 
streams, and storm drains with hay bales, silt 
fences , or temporary drainage swales. 
• Use check dams or ditches to divert runoff 
around excavations. 
• Cover stockpiles and excavated soil with 
secured tarps or plastic sheeting. 
o Use dry sweeping methods when possible when 
cleaning sediment from the site. If water must be 
used to flush pavement, make sure runoff is 
collected in temporary storage tanks to settle out 
sediments.

General Business Practices 
o Have all subcontractors been made aware of 
locations of storm drains, drainage swales and 
creeks located near the construction site and 
directed to prevent pollutants from entering them? 
o Schedule excavation and grading work for dry 
weather. 
o Perform major equipment repairs away from 
the job site. 
o When refueling or vehicle/equipment 
maintenance must be done on site, designate a 
location away from storm drains . 
o Do not use diesel oil to lubricate equipment or 
parts. 
o Non-hazardous construction wastes can be 
disposed of in covered dumpsters or recycling 
receptacles. 
o Cover open dumpsters with plastic sheeting 
or a tarp during rain. 

Detecting Contaminated Soil 
As you know, contaminated soil can be a 
problem. It is essential that all contractors and 
subcontractors involved in excavation and 
grading know what to look for in detecting 
contaminated soil. 

Watch for any of these 
o Unusual soil conditions, discoloration, or odor 
o Abandoned underground tanks 
o Abandoned wells 
o Buried barrels, debris or trash

Home mainte­
nance activities often involve materials 
and waste products that are toxic to the 
environment when they reach a storm 
drain. Landscaping runoff that contains 
weed killers or pesticides are common 
sources of cOncern. Proper handling and 
use of these materials is essential to 
protect the health of the Bay. 

Fertilizers, pesticides and herbicides 
are washed off lawns and landscaped 
areas. These chemicals not only kill 
garden invaders, they also harm useful 
insects, poison fish and contaminate 
ground water and the ocean.

What Can You Do? 
Problems 
Landscaping and garden maintenance activities 
can be major contributors to ocean pollution . 
Soils , yard wastes, overwatering and garden 
chemicals become part of the urban runoff mix 
that winds its way through streets, gutters, and 
storm drains before entering the ocean . 

Poorly functioning sprinklers can cause over­
watering which increases the number of 
pollutants flowing into storm drains. Adjust 
sprinklers to avoid watering hardscapes, tree 
trunks or other unintended targets. Water 
lawn/garden only as needed. 

Leaves, grass clippings, and tree trimmings that 
are swept or blown into the street are· also ocean 
polluters . These wastes clog catch basins, 
increasing the risk of flooding your street, and 
carry garden chemicals into the ocean. As they 
decompose, they also absorb oxygen that fish

Solutions 
General Landscaping Tips 
o Protect stockpiles and materials from wind and 
rain by storing them under tarps or secured 
plastic sheeting. 
o Schedule grading and excavation projects for 
dry weather. 
o Prevent erosion by planting fast-growing 
annual and perennial grasses. These will shield 
and bind the soil. 
o Utilize soil erosion prevention techniques 
during the rainy season. 

Garden & Lawn Maintenance 
o Do not over-apply pesticides and use less 
toxic products. 
o Use Integrated Pest Management (rPM) 
techniques. Visit www.ourwaterourworld.org 
to get free expert advice. 
o Never use pesticides when rain is forecast! 
o Do not overwater. Conserve water by using 
irrigation practices such as drip irrigation, soaker 
hoses, or micro-spray systems. 
o Place clippings and pruning waste in approved 
containers for pickup. Or, take clippings to a 
landfill that composts yard waste. 
o Do not blow or rake leaves into the street, 
gutter, or storm drains. 
o Use organic or non-toxic fertilizers . 
o Do not over-fertilize and do not fertilize near 
ditches, streams, or other water bodies . 
o Store pesticides, fertilizers, and other chemicals 
in a covered area to prevent runoff.

What Can You Do? 
Painting and Paint Cleanup 
All painls, solvents, and adhesives contain 
chemicals that are hannful to aquatic animals 
and other wildlife in our creeks and Bay. 
Tox ic chemicals may comc from liquid or so lid 
products or rrom cleaning res idues on rags. [ t 

is especia ll y important nollo clean brushes or 
painting equipment (buckelS, pans, hoses , etc .) 
in an area where paint or paint cleanup water 
can fl ow to a gutter, street, or storm drain . 

Painting Cleanup 
• Never clean brushes or rinse paint containers 
into a street, gutter, storm drain, or stream. 
• For waler-based paints, paint Qut brushes on 
scrap material to the extent possible, and rinse 
to the sanitary sewer. 
• For oil-based paints, paint out brushes to 
the extent poss ible, filter and reuse th inners 
and so lven ts. Dispose of excess paint and 
thinner through your local household 
hazardous waste disposal program. Call (831) 
384-5313 . 

Paint Removal 
When they arc thoroughly dry, empty paint 
cans, spent brushes, rags , and drop cloths may 
be disposed of as trash . Lea.ve the lids off 
pain t cans so the refuse co ll ec tor can see that 
they are empty. 
• Dispose of empty aerosol pain t cans as 
household hazardous waste . 
• Chemical paint stripping residue, including 
saturated rags, is a hazardous waste. Sweep up 
and save for household hazardous waste drop­
off day. Ca ll (83 1) 384-5313 . 
• Reuse/recycle leftover paints whenever 
possible.

Gen eral Construction 
• Keep all construction debris away [rom the 
street, gutter, and stonn drain . 
• During cleanup, check the street and gutters 
for refuse or debri s. Look around the comer or 
do wnstream for material that may have already 
trave led away from your property. 
• If you or your contractor keep a dumpster at 
your site, be sure it is securely covered wi th a 
lid or tarp when not in use. 
• Paint the inside of galvanized rain gutters to 
reduce corrosion. 

Landscaping/Foundation 
Work 
• In tensive gardening, landscaping, and all 
excavation projects such as foundation repair 
or pool construction expose soi ls and increase 
the likeli hood that garden chemicals and earth 
will wash into the storm drains. Be careful to 
control erosion and minimize runoff to all 
driveways, gutters, and stonn drains . 
• Dispose of unused pesticides as hazardous 
waste . 
• Cover excavated material and stockpiles of 
asphalt, sand, etc. with plastic tarps during the 
project to prevent runoff. 

• Replant as soon as possible, with temporary 
vegetation such as annual grass seed if necessary. 
Revegetation provides excellent erosion control.

Some common sources of this pollution 
include cement and concrete washout water 
that flows into the street, saw-cut slurry that 
is washed into stann drains, spilled oil and 
fluids from leaking vehicles and heavy 
equipment, constnlction debris, landscaping 
runoff containing pesticides or weed killers 
and paint products that flow down gutters 
into storm drains.

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What Can You Do? 

Paint Removal 
• Extra planning is required to store and dispose 
of materials properly and guard against runoff 
to stann drains . Inform your employees and sub­
contractors about stann water regulations and 
their responsibilities. Contact your City Public 
Works Department for construction BMPs. 
See City numbers on back of brochure. 

• Chemical paint stripping residue is a 
hazardous waste. 
• Chips and dust from marine paints or paints 
containing lead or tributyl tin are hazardous 
wastes. Prevent releasing particulate by enclosing 
area of removal. Dry sweep and dispose of waste 
at hazardous waste site. Call (831) 384-5313. 
• Paint chips and dust from non-hazardous dry 
stripping and sand blasting may be swept up and 
disposed of as garbage. 
• When stripping or cleaning building exteriors 
with high-pressure water, block storm drains. 
Wash water onto a dirt area and spade into soil , 
unless the paint is lead based. Or, check with the 
local wastewater treatment authority to find out if 
you can collect (mop or vacuum) building 
cleaning water and dispose to the sanitary sewer.

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Painting Cleanup 
• Never clean brushes or rinse paint containers 
into a street, gutter, storm drain, or stream. 
• For oil-based paints, paint out brushes to the 
extent possible, filter and reuse thinners and 
residue. When disposing, treat as hazardous 
waste.

It is 
especially important not to clean brushes in 
an area where paint residue can flow to a 
gutter, street, or storm drain.

Road paving, surfacing, and pavement removal 
happen right in the street, where there are 
numerous opportunities for storm drain 
contamination by asphalt, saw-cut slurry, or 
excavated material. Extra planning is required to 
store and dispose of materials properly and guard 
against runoff to storm drains . Tnfonn your emp­
loyees and subcontractors about storm water 
regulations and their responsibilities . Contact 
your City Public Works Department for cons­
truction BMPs. See City numbers on back 
of brochure. 

General Business Practices 
• Sweep area after each shift. 
• Develop and implement erosion/sediment 
control plans for embankments. 
• Schedule excavation and grading work for dry 
weather. 
• Check for and repair leaking equipment. 
• Perform major equipment repairs in designated 
areas at your yard, away from the construction si te. 
• When refueling or vehicle/equipment 
maintenance must be done on site, designate a 
location away from storm drains and creeks. 
• Do not use diesel oil to lubricate equipment or parts . 
• Recycle used oil , concrete, broken asphalt, etc., 
whenever possible. 

During Construction 
• Avoid paving and seal coating in wet weather, 
or when rain is forecast before fresh pavement 
will have time to cure. 
• Cover storm drain inlets and manholes when 
applying seal coat, slurry seal , fog seal, etc. 

• Use check dams, ditches , or berms to divert 
runoff around excavations. 
• N ever wash excess material, equipment, or 
tools from exposed aggregate concrete or similar 
treatments into a street or storm drain. Collect 
and recycle, or dispose to dirt area. 
• Cover stockpiles (asphalt, sand, etc.), and other 
materials with plastic tarps . Protect from rainfall 
and prevent runoff with temporary roofs and 
plastic sheets and berms. 
• Catch drips from paver with drip pans or 
absorbent material (cloth, rags, etc.), placed 
under machine when not in use . 
• Clean up spills and leaks using "dry" methods 
(with absorbent materials and/or rags), or dig up 
and remove contaminated soil. 
• Collect and recycle or appropriately dispose of 
excess abrasive gravel or sand. 
• Avoid over-application by water trucks for dust 
control. 
• Never bury waste material. 

Asphalt/ Concrete Removal 
• Recycle concrete at the Marina Landfill. 
Call (831) 384-5313 . 
• Avoid creating excess dust when breaking 
asphalt or concrete. 
• After breaking old pavement, be sure to remove 
all chunks and pieces. 
• Make sure broken pavement does not come in 
contact with rainfall or runoff. 
• Shovel or vacuum saw-cut slurry and remove 
from the site. Cover or barricade storm drain 
during saw-cutting if necessary. 
• Never hose down streets to clean up tracked dirt.

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Catch Basin Sampling 
BMP 6-10.f 

Per the MRSWMP BMP 6-10.f, the City of Del Rey Oaks is required to perform an analysis for 
pollutants of concern in materials found inside catch basins. The City of Del Rey Oaks contracts 
with the City of Seaside to perform some maintenance activities. The City of Seaside took a 
sample from an agreed upon catch basin within Del Rey Oaks. 

The chosen location was at the corner of Via Verde and Derbin Way. This location was chosen 
because it should reflect pollutants caused by residential activities and should not have 
interference from other activities such as a park, creek or pond, or a regional highway. This 
location is the low point for much ofthe local hillside residential population. 

Conditions on the testing day were sunny and dry. It should be noted that prior to samples 
being taken, there was more rain than seen in previous years . This ean keep storm drains 
relatively clear of debris and not reflect what one would see after a long dry summer. 

The catch basin sampled was clean and dry. The only visible debris was dirt and leaves, with a 
couple small critters such as worms and earwigs. No trash was seen in the catch basin . The 
sample was taken at 8 :00 am on 6/10/2010. 

The procedure for collecting the sample is as follows : Two samples were taken using rubber 
gloves, a sterile plastic spoon, a sterile bottle provided by the laboratory, and a sandwich sized 
Ziploe bag. The samples were stored sealed in a refrigerator and taken to the laboratory, 
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Monterey Bay Analytical Services, that same day at 12:10 pm, by the City of Seaside Junior 
Engineer, Sydney Moe, who took the sample. 
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Street Sweeping Sampling 
BMP 6-6.b 

Per the MRSWMP BMP 6-6.b, the City of Del Rey Oaks is required to perform an analysis for 
pollutants of concern in material removed from street sweeping practices. 

The City of Del Rey Oaks contracts with the City of Seaside to perform some maintenance 
activities, including street sweeping. Seaside agreed to sweep a portion Del Rey Oaks and take 
the sample required by the MRSWMP. The north side of Portola Drive and a five cul-de-sacs 
were swept. Swept areas are shaded dark below: 

Nt 
A Junior Engineer from the City of Seaside accompanied the Sweeper Operator and had the 
following observations within Del Rey Oaks: "The air is very moist. It is mid-morning, 
approximately 10:15 am, car traffic is light and there is almost no pedestrian traffic. There are 
spotted cars parked on the streets, maybe one car per 300 feet of lineal curb. School is not in 
session. Almost all visible debris on streets is organic material such as tree leaves, small 
branches, and dirt. Some areas have rocks/rubble in the roadway, especially surrounding areas 
of failing pavement. I see almost no trash/litter." 

The sweeper returned to the Seaside's corporation yard to dump the debris. The debris was 
dumped in a contained area and amounted to approximately one cubic yard of debris, which 
was almost all leaves . Two samples were taken using rubber gloves, a sterile plastic spoon, a 
sterile bottle provided by the laboratory, and a sandwich sized Ziploc bag. They were taken as a 
composite sample: many different grabs from different areas ofthe debris pile . Most debris 
sampled was leaves and some dirt, which was indicative ofthe debris pile . The sample was

taken at 10:55 am. The sample was immediately taken to Monterey Bay Analytical Services by

BMP 6-10.f 

Per the MRSWMP BMP 6-10.f, the City of Del Rey Oaks is required to perform an analysis for 
pollutants of concern in materials found inside catch basins. The City of Del Rey Oaks contracts 
with the City of Seaside to perform some maintenance activities. The City of Seaside took a 
sample from an agreed upon catch basin within Del Rey Oaks. 

The chosen location was at the corner of Via Verde and Derbin Way. This location was chosen 
because it should reflect pollutants caused by residential activities and should not have 
interference from other activities such as a park, creek or pond, or a regional highway. This 
location is the low point for much ofthe local hillside residential population. 

Conditions on the testing day were sunny and dry. It should be noted that prior to samples 
being taken, there was more rain than seen in previous years. This can keep storm drains 
relatively clear of debris and not reflect what one would see after a long dry summer. 

The catch basin sampled was clean and dry. The only visible debris was dirt and leaves, with a 
couple small critters such as worms and earwigs. No trash was seen in the catch basin. The 
sample was taken at 8:00 am on 6/10/2010. 

The procedure for collecting the sample is as follows : Two samples were taken using rubber 
gloves, a sterile plastic spoon, a sterile bottle provided by the laboratory, and a sandwich sized 
Ziploc bag. The samples were stored sealed in a refrigerator and taken to the laboratory, 
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Monterey Bay Analytical Services, that same day at 12:10 pm, by the City of Seaside Junior 
Engineer, Sydney Moe, who took the sample. 
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Street Sweeping Sampling 
BMP 6-6.b 

Per the MRSWMP BMP 6-6.b, the City of Del Rey Oaks is required to perform an analysis for 

pollutants of concern in material removed from street sweeping practices. 

The City of Del Rey Oaks contracts with the City of Seaside to perform some maintenance 

activities, including street sweeping. Seaside agreed to sweep a portion Del Rey Oaks and take 

the sample required by the MRSWMP. The north side of Portola Drive and a five cul-de-sacs 
were swept. Swept areas are shaded dark below:

A Junior Engineer from the City of Seaside accompanied the Sweeper Operator and had the 
following observations within Del Rey Oaks: "The air is very moist. It is mid-morning, 
approximately 10:15 am, car traffic is light and there is almost no pedestrian traffic. There are 
spotted cars parked on the streets, maybe one car per 300 feet of lineal curb. School is not in 
session. Almost all visible debris on streets is organic material such as tree leaves, small 
branches, and dirt. Some areas have rocks/rubble in the roadway, especially surrounding areas 
of failing pavement. I see almost no trash/litter. " 

The sweeper returned to the Seaside's corporation yard to dump the debris. The debris was 
dumped in a contained area and amounted to approximately one cubic yard of debriS, which 
was almost all leaves . Two samples were taken using rubber gloves, a sterile plastic spoon, a 
sterile bottle provided by the laboratory, and a sandwich sized Zip lac bag. They were taken as a 
composite sample: many different grabs from different areas of the debris pile. Most debris 
sampled was leaves and some dirt, which was indicative of the debris pile. The sample was 
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taken at 10:55 am. The sample was immediately taken to Monterey Bay Analytical Services by 
the Junior Engineer, Sydney Moe, who took the sample.

Good housekeeping methodology should be used when working on these types of 

assignments. Make sure that you clean up after yourselves, by sweeping or blowing off 

the project area, and collecting any debris that would enter the storm drain system.

Standard Language for City Contracts 

The City has not entered into any contracts for repairs of streets during the 
reporting period. Attached is the language that will be placed into such 
contracts as they occur. 
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7-1.01G - EnvironmentallWater Pollution Prevention Requirements - Contractor 
shall comply with all air pollution and environmental control rules, regulations, ordinances 
and statutes that apply to the project and any work performed pursuant to the contract. City 
Municipal Code Chapter 17.42 states, "No person shall discharge or cause to be discharged 
into the municipal storm drain system or watercourses any materials, including but not 
limited to pollutants or waters containing any pollutants that cause or contribute to a 
violation of applicable water quality standards, other than storm water." 

Contractor shall employ erosion prevention and sediment control construction site 
management practices that result in the following outcomes: 

A. No deposit or discharge of sediment from the construction area onto adjacent 
properties or into waterways and related natural resources in excess of those that 
occur through natural processes; 

B. No deposit of mud, soil, sediment, concrete washout , trash, or other similar 
construction-related material onto public rights of way and private streets, and into 
the City's storm water system and related natural resources, either by direct deposit, 
dropping, discharge, erosion, or tracking by construction vehicles, in excess of those 
that occur through natural processes. Any such discharge shall be cleaned-up at the 
end of the current work shift in which the deposit occurred, or at the end of the 
current workday, whichever comes first. As a part of complying with this requirement 
private streets and driveways and nearby public rights of way will be swept by the 
Contractor at the end of each work day, or more often if circumstances warrant it, 
and the sweepings properly disposed of to ensure that such materials from the 
construction site do not enter the City's storm drainage system. 

C. No exposure of graded areas and stockpile areas to storm water run-on. Run-on 
shall be controlled by diversion structures such as dikes , secondary containment or 
covers. 

D. No runoff from graded areas or stockpile areas containing sediments. Runoff 
containing sediments shall be captured in secondary containment structures and either 
treated to remove sediments prior to discharge or infiltrated on·site. ; and 

E. From October 15 to April 15, soil stabilization of graded areas shall be in place 
in any portion of the site where construction activities have temporarily or 
permanently ceased. 

F. No release of hazardous substances, such as oils , paints, thinners, fuels and 
other chemicals. 

Best Management Practices (BMPs) for construction sites include, but are not limited 
to: spill prevention and control measures; solid waste containment; concrete waste

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management; proper vehicle and equipment cleaning, fueling, and maintenance; erosion 
control measures. Detailed procedures for each of these activities can be found in the 
California Storm Water Best Management Practice Handbooks 
(http://www.cabmphandbooks.org/construction.asp), the Caltrans Storm Water Quality 
Handbooks, BMP Guidance Series by Monterey Regional Storm Water Management Program, 
and the Erosion and Sediment Control, Field Manual by San Francisco Bay Regional Water 
Quality Control Board. 

Activities to be performed by Contractor from October 15 to April 15 include, but are 
not limited to: 

A. Contractor shall maintain the temporary and permanent vegetation (if any), 
erosion and sediment control measures, and other protective measures in good and 
effective operating condition by performing routine inspections to determine condition 
and effectiveness, by restoration of destroyed vegetative cover, and by repair of 
erosion and sediment control measures and other protective measures. 

B. Contractor shall inspect the follOwing areas at least once every seven (7) 
calendar days and within 24 hours of the end of any storm that produces measurable 
rainfall at the site: 

B.l . Disturbed areas of the construction site, 
B.2. Areas that have not been finally stabilized, 
B.3 . Areas used for storage of materials exposed to precipitation, and 
B.4. Areas where vehicles exit the site 

Where sites have been finally stabilized, such inspection shall be conducted at least 
once every month.

C. Areas noted above shall be inspected for evidence of, or the potential for, 
C.1. Erosion, or 
C.2. Sediments entering waterways or the drainage system, or 
C.3. Pollutants entering waterways or the drainage system. 

Erosion and sediment control measures shall be observed to ensure that they are 
operating correctly. Discharge locations or points shall be inspected to ascertain 
whether erosion control measures are effective in preventing degradation of receiving 
water quality in violation of receiving water quality standards. Locations where 
vehicles exit the site shall be inspected for evidence of offsite sediment tracking. 

D. Deficiencies observed during inspections shall be noted and rectified before the 
end of the workday.
